Key issues

Infectious syphilis is increasing, and the syphilis outbreak in metropolitan Perth is ongoing.
+ Infectious syphilis notifications continued to increase, including among priority populations such as
pregnant women, people experiencing homelessness, and women of childbearing age.

+ The syphilis outbreak response continued to focus on testing, treating, contact tracing, monitoring,
and using a collaborative multi-organisational approach to management of syphilis in priority groups.

The state-wide public health response to the COVID-19 pandemic continued in 2021.
+ There were 300 COVID-19 cases across WA, of which 227 were residents of metropolitan Perth.

+ COVID-19 public health measures continued to lessen the impact of some other notifiable
communicable diseases, as seen in the decline in influenza, measles and pertussis notifications,

and potential rabies exposures.
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
